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O n behalf of the Financial Ministry Unit, we wish to 
thank the congregation for increased end of year 

giving and for special gifts to help with our deficit; also 
thanks to the staff and ministry units for curtailing 
spending.  The combination of increased giving and 

limited spending allowed us to balance the budget.  Total giv-
ing for the past year was under budget, but with staff and min-
istry units limiting spending, we were able to cut the $50,000 
deficit to approximately $17,000 which was made up with cut-
backs in projects. 

Session Ministry Units had an emergency meeting in Decem-
ber to cut the goal budget from $879,000 to $862,000 based on 
2009 giving.  While the number of pledges for 2010 is down, 
the total amount pledged is up significantly.  Based on this con-
servative budget for 2010, we will re-visit the budget after the 
first quarter. Without our dedicated congregation, we would 
not be able to continue to offer the programs, services, mission 
work, and  maintain our present staff levels. Thank you! 
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L ent is often referred to as a journey, because of the move-
ment in scripture of Jesus towards the cross, but also be-

cause each of us that observes Lent takes a personal journey of 
reflection and repentance.  We begin that journey with self 
examination when we reflect on what needs to change in our 
lives.  At SCPC we gather as a faith community for an Ash 
Wednesday service at 7:30 PM on Wednesday, February 17.  
Led by FISH, with Joel Blunk preaching, the service will in-
clude communion and imposition of ashes.  Our journey con-
tinues through the forty days of Lent with regular opportunities 
to worship on Wednesday afternoons at 5:00 PM in our Taizé 
Prayer and Sunday mornings.  Our theme through Lent will be 
“Oh! David” as we look at the life of King David.  On the Fifth 
Sunday in Lent, all the children and youth of our LOGOS Min-
istry will present their annual musical “Young David” with 
songs, movement, and drama depicting a mature David reflect-
ing on his life.  This is an original musical with book by Chuck 
Curley and music by Ned Wetherald, originally presented in 
2002. To assist you in your personal Lenten journey, we will 
have Lenten Devotionals with readings for each day of the sea-
son written by SCPC staff members. They will be available just 
before Ash Wednesday.  Our journey continues on Palm Sun-
day with the excitement and chaos of Christ’s entry into Jerusa-
lem and a foreshadowing of the dramatic events of the week to 
come.  With palms, processions, and shouts of hosanna we will 
remember these events.  On Maundy Thursday, we remember 
and celebrate the Last Supper at our service on Thursday, April 
1, 7:30 PM.  On Good Friday, April 2, there are multiple op-
portunities to observe the solemnity of the day.  The commu-
nity Good Friday service begins at Noon and continues until 
3:00 PM (watch for details in the March and April PresbyPost).  
Our SCPC Good Friday service begins at 
7:30 PM.  We celebrate the Resurrection 
of Our Lord on Sunday, April 4 beginning 
with a brief Communion Service at 8:00 
AM and a festival service at our usual times 
of 9:00 and 11:15 AM. We pray that our 
journey will be fruitful and Spirit-filled.

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Class descriptions: 

C.S. Lewis: His Religious Beliefs:  Dr. Craul has selected four books 
of C.S. Lewis, one per week of his four-week series for discus-
sion.  The first is "Surprised by Joy" followed by "Mere 
Christianity", "The Four Loves", and "The Problem of Pain".  These 
books can have a profound application to our own beliefs and strug-
gles with  life and our questions of faith just as Lewis struggled with 
his own doubts.

The Best Kept Secret in Our Church:  Joann Chuckran will discuss 
the interesting history,  purpose, and construction logic behind the 
large stained glass window behind the sanctuary's pulpit.

Adult Education Bible Study: Bruce offers this description:  "During 
the month of February, we'll be looking at Biblical perspectives on the 
following topics.

On Feb. 14, we'll look at the differ-
ences in the two creation stories in Genesis.  The subject for Feb. 21 
will be Easter Stories-a timely subject at the beginning of Lent, and 
Feb. 28 we'll do an in depth study of the story of the woman at the well 
in John 4.

Unity and Diversity: Israelite Religion in Monarchic Israel: Jonathan 
Greer offers this description: "While it may seem at first simple, addressing 
questions about the "religion" of Israel in the time of the Hebrew kings of 
Judah and Israel is a complex endeavor.  How did they worship Yah-
weh?  Was the region of the "north" the same as the region of the 
"south"?  To what extent was the worship of gods other than Yahweh 
practiced?  What is the theological commentary on these practices?" 

The Book of Nehemiah:  As quoted by Deirdre Fulton, "Hidden in 
the middle of the Bible is the little book of Nehemiah, which does not 
get a lot of attention.  But the book contains some fascinating historical 
information which helps us understand the development of the Jewish 
religion, culture and society after the return of the Jewish nation from 
their Babylonia exile.”  Deirdre Fulton has studied the book exten-
sively, and will be presenting to us a lecture on the importance of this 
book for a complete understanding of Judaism as it developed in the 
few centuries before the birth of Christ.

& Kim's office on the ground level of the church.  There is a 
$2/kit cost to ship the kits to Haiti from Church World Service 
and an additional expense to ship our batches of kits to 
CWS.  Donations toward those expenses are welcome.  Please 
note "Haiti - kits" in the memo line of your check.   

To assemble a Baby Kit you will need: 
· Six cloth diapers 
· Two T-shirts or undershirts (no onesies) 
· Two washcloths 
· Two gowns or sleepers 
· Two diaper pins 
· One sweater or sweatshirt 
· Two receiving blankets (one can be a hand-knitted or cro-

cheted baby blanket) 
All items should be new. Wrap items inside one of the receiv-
ing blankets and secure with both diaper pins. 

To assemble a Hygiene Kit you will need: 
· One hand towel measuring approximately 16" x 28" (no 

fingertip or bath towels) 
· One washcloth 
· One wide-tooth comb 
· One nail clipper 
· One bar of soap (bath size in wrapper) 
· One toothbrush (in original packaging) 
· Six Band-Aids® 
Please do not add toothpaste to the Hygiene Kit. Toothpaste 
that has an extended expiration date will be added to Hygiene 
Kit shipments just prior to shipment. Seal all items in a one-
gallon plastic bag with a zipper closure. 
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O nce again, the response of State College Presbyterian Church 
to our neighbors at holiday time was overwhelming.  We 

filled almost all the gift requests (88%) and provided 707 gifts, 
including all those requested for individuals.  The agencies we 
support are very grateful for these gifts.  Take a look at some of 
the “thank yous” posted on the mission bulletin board outside 
Chuck’s office.

A  few months ago, Shirley Berlind coordinated a program on 
Serious Mental Illness as part of our Adult Education offer-

It became apparent that these 
mental conditions are fairly prevalent in our church. Serious Mental 
Illnesses include such disorders as Bipolar Disorder, Schizophre-
nia, Major Depression. 

The National Alliance on Mental Illness (NAMI) is the nation’s 
largest mental health organization dedicated to improving the lives 
of individuals and families affected by mental illness. NAMI has 
over 1,100 affiliates in communities across the country who engage 
in advocacy, support, and education. 

There is a local NAMI affiliate in State College. Meetings are held 
at the South Hills Business School on the second Tuesday of the 
month, 7:00 - 9:00 PM. David Jeffreys, president of NAMI of Cen-
tral Pennsylvania is the moderator. Here is an opportunity to find 
support and share experiences.
