Class descriptions:   

“Celebration of Renewal: Property and Education Minis-
tries"   People responsible for our church life in these areas will 
discuss appropriate needs and goals over a three-year pe-
riod.  Among them, along with funding goals, are: rewiring of the 
Christian Education building, $100,000, increased handicap acces-
sibility into the church and restrooms, $87,000, and renovation of 
the Fireside Room for youth and young adult programs, $32,000.   

"Science vs. Religion: Is there a Case?"  Prof. Phillip Craul con-
cludes his three-week series. In this last week he will focus on the 
concept of "spiritual machines", that is, with the exponential 
growth of intelligent machines is there a need for God?  Do super-
natural explanations of life and events have any validity in these 
times?  Perhaps all that humankind needs is for ethics as devel-
oped by the human mind.   

"Living Waters for the World"  The presenters will share this 
program to which they have committed themselves.  They spent 
Spring Break training in Mississippi at the Clean Water Univer-
sity.  They began learning how to build safe water facilities for 
world areas lacking this basic necessity.  When all training is com-
pleted they will install and demonstrate the new system for those 
communities needing clean water, whether in the USA or in for-
eign countries.   

"A Study of the Historical Jesus" Shirley Berlind invites us to this 
two-part study. Gospel teachings have a historical basis but only a few 
can be traced back directly to Jesus. We will consider the story of how 
Jesus began his public ministry with John the Baptist. We will then 
look at the parable of the Sheep and the Goats at the close of his min-
istry. Our inquiries may lead us into a deeper understanding of the 
Gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God.   

"Helping Parents and Others transition Youth to Col-
lege" Bonnie Benjamin of the Office of Student Aid at PSU returns 
after her time with us last September. Her topic is very timely since 
many senior high youth are soon to enter college.  Bonnie will dis-
cuss factors to assist involved adults in helping these youth make a 
smooth transition into first-semester college work and life. She will 
discuss not only financial considerations but other factors and chal-
lenges that freshmen will encounter.
