July 24 we have tickets for Hay Fever, a side-achingly funny 
play by Noel Coward about the bad manners of a melodramatic 
and slightly bonkers family.   Set in 1925, each of the four 
members of the Bliss family independently, and unbeknownst 
to one another, invites a guest of the opposite sex down to their 
English country home for the weekend. They then proceed to 
entertain, flirt with, ignore, embarrass and humiliate them in 
one way or another. The guests become increasingly alarmed 
and distraught and eventually make their escape by creeping 
out of the house during a blazing family row over breakfast. 

Both of these evening weekend performances begin at 8:00 PM.
