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Living Waters of the World 

W e are amply blessed!   The Water Concert held in mid 
April was an exceptional blend of first class musical

Some of the supplies 
will be purchased locally, which, of course, is always the best 
option, but some must be transported from the US.  It would 
help the team tremendously to have someone designated to sort 
out the answers to these shipping questions with them.  We 
also need a graphic designer (either professional or hobbyist) to 
work up a logo/design for T-shirts and give-aways.  The team 
could also use someone to help them decide on the best gift to 
offer the Penncuyut church.
