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A t the end of July Tod and Donna McPherson traveled to 
Mexico to join a mission team from the 1st Presbyterian 

Church in Richmond, Kentucky.  The mission trip was part of 
the Living Waters for the World program, helping to share the 
gift of clean, sustainable water to a community in need.  The 
mission team’s goal was to help the Yaxche-ku, Yucatan, com-
munity install a water filtration system and provide health, hy-
giene, and spiritual education about water to community 
“teachers” so they can in turn educate their whole town in the 
prioritization and use of purified water.  Tod and Donna joined 
the Kentucky group initially as observers, wanting a “hands 
on” experience with LWW before moving forward with 
SCPC’s interest in this type of mission work.   

Donna participated in the health, hygiene, and spiritual educa-
tion component, helping the Kentucky education team lead 
morning classes with women leaders of the community, and 
observing and assisting the Yaxche-ku women in the afternoon 
as they educated other women and children in the village.  The 
education was done through Bible readings and enactments, 
craft projects, songs, and simple biology demonstrations.  The 
education team worked with the services of an interpreter, the 
Kentucky team leader. 

Tod participated in the clean water system installation, helping 
the Kentucky team educate and work beside several Yaxche-ku 
men.  Electricity and plumbing had to be installed before the 
system could be built, and careful training educated the system 
operators in the proper operation and maintenance of the sys-
tem.  The team worked with the interpreting skills and assis-
tance of two Yucatan brothers who had a LWW system in-
stalled in their town in 2008.  Yaxche-ku plans to bottle and 
sell some of the purified water to neighboring communities to 
help pay for the maintenance and operating costs of their sys-
tem. 

At the conclusion of the installation a dedication service was 
held at the installation site, a Presbyterian church.  Dignitaries 
from nearby towns and over one hundred community members 
toasted with the purified water and the words “Jesus Christ is 
living water for our bodies and souls.”  Tod and Donna were 
moved by the experience, now have a much better idea of what 
it will require to become a partner in a LWW installation, and 
are excited to move forward with SCPC’s participation in this 
rewarding mission work.

State College Post Office - parking also is not permitted in the Post Office Parking Lot or the 15 minute parking spaces on Fraser Street in 
front of the Post Office that are provided for the use of postal patrons, evenings and Sundays included (the lobby where PO Boxes are lo-
cated is open 24/7).  Please use the church lot, the municipal lot next to the church, the Beaver Avenue or Fraser Street Parking Garages, or 
any other areas designated by the Borough for public parking. 

Beaver Avenue Parking Garage - Parking is free on Sundays in the Beaver Avenue Parking Garage, except for a few special event week-
ends:  Penn State home football game weekends, Spring Penn State Graduation weekend, and the July Arts Festival. 

On these weekend Sundays you can pick up a parking voucher at the Welcome Desk which will pay for your parking. There is no charge to the 
church for this service. All other Sundays, when there are no special events in the community, no parking voucher is needed.
