From this bogou can
learn the method of Centering Prayer, its placténChristian
Contemplative Tradition, the psychology behindrtlats con-
nection to inner awakening. It may feel at firgel nothing
happens during this prayer. “But in the depthyair being,
in fact, plenty has been going on, and things aretly but
firmly being rearranged. That interior rearrangatreor to
give it its rightful name, that interior awakenings—the real
business of Centering Prayer, and of this book.”

The companion piece, Welcoming Prayer, is a sugefam
of prayer that becomes an “underlying attitude prattice for
meeting daily life.”
